Kate lives in Vancouver, WA with her husband, Jeff, and 
family.  She was a worship leader at New Heights 
Church in Vancouver until recently, and regularly leads 
worship throughout the Vancouver / Portland Metro 
area.  She tours nationally as a solo artist, retreat 
speaker and worship leader and has toured in AK and 
various parts of the NW and CA with her band.  They 
lead worship and put on concerts and outreaches at 
different churches, festivals and venues.  In addition to 
this, their greatest passion has been their growing heart 
for the lost and marginalized.  This has led to the development of an 
extensive ministry into prisons and shelters as well as coming along side of 
other community endeavors to help those who are struggling.
